
HUNTERS RIDGE SOCIAL COMMITTEE MEETING

Wednesday, April 8, 2009 - 4:00pm

M I N U T E S

The meeting was called to order at 4:00 pm by Chairperson Michele. In addition to Michele, committee members present included Rena, Sydell and Wanda. Staff included Don, Chris and Kim. Board members Dave Miller and Tom Paget were present, as were Mike McNinch and Cheryl Poostay, who sat in. Michele welcomed and thanked everyone for attending.

The Minutes and the March 11, 2009 meeting were approved, with an amendment changing the caption, ‘Agenda’ to Minutes’.

Old Business:

a.
Discussion abounded regarding the cancellation of the Wine 
Tasting (3/13) and how to handle the event in the future.  It 
was agreed to shelve the event for 2009 and perhaps host 
only one a year thereafter, if it is feasible to do so.

   b.
The March 15th Crafts Fair was well-attended considering 
the economy. The raffle, comprised of a craft from each 
artisan, went over well.

   c.
The March 17th St. Patrick’s Day party’s entertainment was 
not as discussed at our last meeting. Dates were confused, 
and Steve Anthony, who entertained at this event in 2009, 
had been replaced. Steve will return in 2010.

   d. The March 26th Manhattan Connection party was superbly 
received (130 attended). There were some who would have 
preferred one more food selection in addition to pork.

   e. The March 28th Elvis and the Jordanaires Dinner Show 
was fabulous, as expressed by many and all.

   f. The April 4th Rat Pack Dinner Show was again a sell-out. 
Many came for the second time, they enjoyed it so much.

3.   New Business:

  a. The April 9th Margaritaville Pub Night looks to be a huge 
draw by the numbers registered. Dave Harding will entertain.

  b. The April 12th Easter Brunch will feature Paul Rozmus. We 
have reservations for 250.

  c. The April 19th Trivia has many fewer people signed up.
Beginning in May, it will be moved to the activity 
center.

  d. The April 23rd Aloha Party, featuring Atlanta’s Most 
Wanted with BARRY NEWMAN is certain to be at capacity.

  e. 
Rena reported that she has accomplished ‘shopping’ the 
Fashion Show, with good results. Chico’s does fashion 
shows, preferably with a portion of the profit going to a 
women’s cause, such as Breast Cancer. A proposal must be 
submitted to Chico’s at least eight months in advance. It is 
agreed that we will have no trouble doing so. Rena will work 
with staff to finalize details, and she will contact Kris Pogue.

   f. Mardi Gras has been rescheduled to June 4th or 11th.

   g. The Movie on the Green was postponed to another date.

   h. A Mothers’ Day event has been added to the May schedule.

   i. 
A May 21st Name that Tune event has been added to the 
schedule.

4.  Other Business:

   a.
Whether or not to have 50/50’s and/or raffles and if so, at 
what events, was discussed. Using the system employed for 
the Rat Pack show, whereby attendees were extended the 
opportunity to add the costs of raffle tickets to their food and 
beverage bill, was well-received and realized $300.00 total. 
The committee shared in the profit and added $90.00 to its 
treasury. It was agreed that raffles and this discussion will be 
continued.

   b.
It’s important to accommodate smokers at events that are 
staged at the clubhouse pool. It was decided that Kim will 
check ‘which way the wind is blowing’ and seat people 
accordingly.

   c.
It was agreed that whenever we offer a buffet, there needs to 
be service from both sides. Requests for something not on the 
menu, i.e.,
diabetic items, will be honored. Such requests 
should be noted at the time of making reservations. 

   d. There have been some complaints concerning alleged 
inappropriate dress and suggestive dance at some events.. 
Authority rests with Kim, who has the authority to request a 
member remove him/herself for any behavior deemed out of 
line.

   e. Dave, speaking as a member of the Board, suggested it might 
better serve members if cocktails and other beverages were 
not removed from the table while a member(s) is dancing or 
away from the table for whatever reason. Staff will take this 
under advisement.

   f. There have been a couple of events that the dance floor has 
not been set up, usually those that include a dinner and show, 
when space is at a premium. It was suggested that for this 
type of event, tables could be set on the dance floor for the 

dinner and show and removed for the dancing that follows. 
Staff will take this under advisement. 

   g. During the recent Rat Pack show, a person or persons talked 
loudly from the back of the room, to the point of drowning 
out the entertainment. When requested for lower voices, an 
attendee suggested that her volume would increase, instead. 
The authority rests with Kim to remove those lacking in 
decorum.

   h. Some members have suggested that half-priced cocktails be 
served on Thursdays, whether or not a ‘special’ Pub Night is 
planned. It is agreed that on regular pub nights, well drinks, 
house wine and draft beer will be half-price. On special Pub 
Nights cocktails will be full-priced.

   i. It was requested that Kim go to the microphone, before 
entertainment assumes the stage, to explain that there is no 
dancing allowed during the show; that dancing will be 
provided following the show.

   j. Upon arrival at an event, many experience a prolonged wait to 
enter, due to a substantial back-up at the dining room 
entrance and the need to request member numbers. This issue 
will be reviewed by Staff.

   k. In addition to the usual bar service in the dining room, 
during some events, a portable bar has been brought in. It is 
very unusual for the portable to have much utilization, as the 
stock there is limited.  As the second bar is non-productive 
and causes an additional staff member be subsidized for the 
additional hours, Kim has been given the responsibility on 
the cost-effectiveness of a second bar from time to time.

   l.
Michele reported other entertainment she recommends we 
loop in. They call themselves the Perfect Gentlemen, and 
they specialize in ‘bluzie’ music. They fit our price range. 
One other entertainer, Jimmy Keyes, has been found to be 
outside of our price range.

  m. Wanda disseminated a report on the treasury.

  n.
We will be working on the Summer 2009 events and 
schedules at the next meeting.

Next Meeting: The committee’s next meeting will be set 
following a schedule development meeting between staff, 
Michele and Dave.
