SOCIAL COMMITTEE MEETING MINUTES

1. The minutes of the June 2, 2010 meeting were approved as presented.

2. The Treasurer’s Report was presented by Michael McNinch.  Michael gave a check for $500 to Chris Durfey from Wanda Gagnon from the Social Committee Activity Account. Chris Durfey in turn submitted the check to Gloria Wolner, Hunters Ridge Comptroller.   As suggested at the June 2nd meeting, from now on Social Committee monies will be integrated into the checking account that Hunters Ridge Community Association is handling.  

3. OLD BUSINESS:
Special Pub Night June 17th with Quiet Storm performing had a fair turnout.

Team Trivia had a low attendance, but this is not unusual during the summer months.  Team Trivia is scheduled for July 17th.  There won’t be any Team Trivia scheduled for August.

4. OTHER BUSINESS:

Michael McNinch suggested we fill the two resignations (W. Gagnon and G. Klopp) with two new members with the stipulation that the new members must stay until April 2011.  Letters and/or advertising in the Scoreboard should be the procedure for apprising the community of the existence of such vacancies.

      5.    NEW BUSINESS:

  July 15th Special Pub Night w/Perfect Gentlemen has 40 reservations, according to Kim Young to date.

There aren’t any other entertainment and/or Special Pub Nights scheduled for the month of August.

Bingo will be held on August 8th and on September 16th coordinated and hosted by Sydell Nusbaum.

Team Trivia will be held on September 26th hosted by Sydell Nusbaum.

Name That Tune will not be scheduled for the months of August and/or September.

OPEN FORUM:

Quiet Storm will perform on New Year’s Eve December 31, 2011.  A good fee was negotiated.  Discussion ensued regarding costs involved paying an agency versus using our own contracts, in view of the fact that we now have a list of performers who have performed at Hunters Ridge.  It was agreed that for special dates and holidays an agency could more easily obtain the good entertainment. Chris Durfey added that we have used agencies in the past.  

Sydell Nusbaum presented the proposal of hiring Bobby Valli, brother of Frankie Valli, to perform on either February 18th or 20th.  We can obtain his services for $2,700 through Barry Newman, since Mr. Valli is already performing in this area at that time.  Much discussion followed researching the pros/cons of trying to schedule this event.  We already have a full schedule of special dinners, entertainers, and special events during the months of January, February and March.  We do not want to sabotage those scheduled performances and events.   Helen MacCullum suggested advertising Bobby Valli as a fundraiser in order to appeal to our members, who have been so generous in the past. She added that particular week in February is a popular vacation week with many of our members entertaining household guests.  It could possibly be well received and prevent members from leaving Hunters Ridge for entertainment at that time.  It was determined that a vote should be taken.  The results were:  Helen MacCullum YES, Peggy O’Malley YES, Sydell Nusbaum YES, Jackie Gannucci NO, Michael Mc Ninch, ABSTENTION.
